Twenty-five Adult and Com-
munity Education (ACE) rep-
resentatives gathered in 
Wellington from all over 
Aotearoa on May 15 to begin 
planning for Adult Learners’ 
Week/He Tangata Mãtau-
ranga 2008.  

Top of the agenda was dis-
cussion of this year’s theme 
– Adult Learners are Lead-
ers He Rangatira te Akonga 
Pakeke which emphasises 
that knowledge and wisdom 
gained through learning 
brings with it the confidence 
to lead within whanau, iwi, 
community, workplace and 
government.  

Those attending the plan-
ning day were introduced to 
the notion of Rangatira or 
leader – someone who has 
the ability to weave people 
and knowledge together 
whether for fun for celebra-
tion or problem solving. Par-
ticipants were also encour-
aged to look within their own 
communities of learning for 
learners who are leaders so 

that their stories can be 
shared during ALW/HTM.  

Adult Learners’ Week/He 
Tangata Mãtauranga takes 
place in the second week of 
September and incorporates 
International Literacy Day on 
September 8. This year the 
week will be launched at Te 
Papa Tongarewa in Welling-
